The PCC is governed by the Parochial Church Council Powers Measure (1956) as amended that came into effect on 2nd January 1957, and the Church Representation Rules. The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules. All Church attendees are encouraged to register on the Electoral Roll and to participate in the election of members of the PCC. The PCC members are responsible for making decisions on all matters of general concern and importance in the parish, and for all financial matters. The PCC meets 4 times a year. OBJECTIVES and ACTIVITIES 
The PCC is committed to enabling as many people as possible to worship at our church and to become part of our parish community at Holy Trinity, Walton and beyond. The PCC maintains an overview of worship throughout the parish and makes suggestions as to how our services can involve the many groups that live within our parish. Our services and worship put faith into practice through prayer, scripture, music and sacrament. Also, through nonsacramental activities of hospitality and fellowship, we aim to reach non churched members of the community. The trustees of the PCC are aware of the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit in ‘The Advancement of Religion for the Public Benefit’ and have had regard to it in their administration of the Charity. · Promoting Christian values and service by members of the Church in and to their communities, to the benefit of individuals and society as a whole.

FINANCIAL REPORT FROM THE TREASURER

The annual accounts show that planned giving plus collections in church have increased by £1982 on the 2024 figures. 
‘Friends’ fundraising income has generated £1584 during the year for general funds.
The Friends of Walton also raised £1978 (net) for the Restoration project; other income for that fund was £3099 from donations, £759 from the sale of jams, cards etc and £210 from Easy Fundraising.
In addition to the tithe money, £1098 was collected for charities throughout the year; £20 Street Food Bank, £98 Children’s Society, £448 Annie One Hope, £168 Riders in the Sky and £364 Macmillan Coffee Morning.
The Quinquennial was carried out during 2025 at a cost of £1050.
During the year the PCC made the decision to transfer £10000 out of general reserves into a designated fund for the restoration project. (As designated money, it can be pulled back into general reserves if necessary).
I am pleased to report that in 2025 Walton made a surplus on general funds of £10197 which is amazing.
Balances at the end of 2025 were £28118 in general reserves, £9318 in restricted funds and £10029 in the designated fund.
Thank you to everyone who has helped financially with the running of Holy Trinity Walton during 2025.
